W e are at the final stretch of the Lenten jour-
ney.  Next Sunday, we will enter Holy Week 
with the celebration of Palm Sunday.  It is a 

good time for us to re-strengthen our Lenten practic-
es of prayer, fasting or self-sacrifice and charity.  If 
you have not started, it is never too late to do some-
thing fruitful for our souls.  If you have been practic-
ing them well, keep up with the good work!  If you 
have struggled here and there, did well at some 
points and forgot at some other points, it is the time 
of renewal.  In fact, that is the whole point of Lenten 
practices: they help us be in touch with our human 
condition.  We can have the best intentions but our 
strength comes up short.  Such acknowledgement 
leads us to renew our relationship with God because 
we know we need a Savior.  The more we trust in 
God’s mercy, the more we will experience God’s mer-
ciful power in our lives.   

I encourage you to celebrate the Sacrament of Recon-
ciliation that is available several times during the 
week.  Daily reflection on Scripture, or even better, 
daily Mass is the daily nourishment for our 
souls.  Come on Friday night to pray Stations of the 
Cross and socialize with your fellow parishioners at 
the Lenten dinner afterwards.  Bring toiletry dona-
tions to help the needy in our area.

Cuanto más confiemos en la 
misericordia de Dios, más experimentaremos el 
poder misericordioso de Dios en nuestras vidas.
